 Patient Placement Care Coordinator 

(PPCC) receives call from sending MD 

to request movement from North to 

Raleigh Campus Intensive Care; PPCC 

asks if this is OB hemorrhage 

YES - PPCC connects 

MD to MD for hand-off 

NO - PPCC is not able to 

connect MD to MD for 

hand-off 

 

Assign appropriate 

bed and Stop 

protocol here unless 

accepting surgeon 

requests overhead 

NHI to be activated 

 
 

FOR OB HEMORRHAGE - Dial 02222 and 

request overhead page/page for NHI; 

provide nursing unit, room number and 

eta in mins for estimated arrival time 

YES – PPCC attempts to contact 

Trauma Physician On-Call & 

places EPIC order for “NOB” 

NO – All other ICU cases, PPCC 

attempts to contact CCM 

Raleigh-INTENSIVIST (medicine) 

– ON CALL 

When dialing 02222 – operator will go out overhead with the following message (and page the appropriate paging group): 

“Medical Alert, NHI, (STICU room 5), eta 7 mins” (NHI = North Hemorrhage Incoming) 

PPCC contacts 

appropriate provider 

END PROTOCOL 

Instruct MD to send patient and assign 

appropriate bed.  Remind sending MD to 

stay available as receiving physician will 

be calling. 

 

For either surgery or medicine cases, PPCC sends 

Rapid Connect with message: “Emergent Patient from 

North in transit” and provide nursing unit, room 

number, and eta.   Include the sending physician’s 

contact information and ask them to contact the 

sending MD stat 
PPCC contacts the charge nurse of the receiving unit 

and the eICU (00625) regarding the situation 

Once patient arrives, charge 

nurse puts pt in bed and 

releases transfusion orders
